The Prowosal: 

The subject property is + 1.73 acres (0.7 ha) in size, split-zoned P-I (Parks and Institutional) 
and A-I  (Primary Agriculture) and located at 4461 Trans Canada Highway. Currently there is a 
fire hall, a 2 bay fire truck garage, a basketball court and a fenced-off storage area on site. 
While the entire property is located within the ALR and designated Agricultural, only the + 0.3 ha 
fenced off storage area is zoned A-I. 

The applicant is proposing to build a k 77.35 square metre (832.6 square foot) addition to the 
side of the existing 2 bay fire truck garage for the storage of a 1939 antique fire truck and to 
provide space for equipment repair. The antique fire truck would be used at special events such 
as parades and presentations at schools. An application to the Agricultural Land Commission 
from last year authorized expansion of the non-farm use, and now a Development Variance 
Permit is requested to allow the addition to be built in the proposed location. 

No practical alternatives to the proposed garage location exist. If the garage were to be built on 
the other side of the 2 bay garage, it would encroach into portion of the fire hall's lawn and 
require removal of a covered bench and what appears to be an electrical shed. Locating the 
garage on a different part of the property, separate from the other fire truck garages would be 
impractical. Furthermore, surrounding property owners have not expressed any concerns with 
the requested variance, as mentioned below.

Background: 
At the Board meeting of August 3. 201 1, the CVRD Board resolved that staff should prepare a 
report regarding a se-ries of amendment bylaws that would have the effect of removing recycling 
uses and composting from the list of permitted uses in all zones of all zoning bylaws. 

This in turn arose after the Engineering and Environmental Services Committee in early 201 1 
recommended that composting be restricted throughout the Region (including in the zoning 
bylaws of our Municipal partners). 

An analysis of the various industrial zones throughout the CVRD reveals that the following 
Zones permit recycling andlor composting: 

Mill BayIMalahat: 1-2 Zone 
Shawnigan Lake: 1-1, I-IA, I-IC, 1-3 and 1-5 Zones 
Cobble Hill: 1-1 Zone (though this zone does not appear on the zoning map any more) 
Cowichan Bay: 1-1, 1-2 Zones (1-2 does not appear on the zoning map, however) 
Cowichan StationISahtlamlGlenora: 1-1 Zone 
Cowichan Lake SouthlSkutz Falls: 1-1, 1-2 Zones 
SaltairIGulf Islands: none 
North OysterIDiamond: 1-1, 1-2 Zones 
Youbou/Meade Creek: 1-2, 1-2 Zones 



There are 194 parcels and two foreshore areas in these various zones in the CVRD as shown 
on the table below. Some of them have recycling or composting operations established on 
them, and are well known. However there may be others which also have low intensity 
recycling activities on them. Removing these permitted uses would not eliminate those uses on 
parcels that currently have such operations on them. However, it would eliminate the chance of 
similar new operations beginning on all other properties. 

The Committee may wish to consider if the outright elimination of recycling as a permitted use is 
desired or if some narrowing of the definition of recycling is more appropriate method of 
addressing concerns over the more intensive recycling operations in the Regional District. For 
example, bottle depots may be a use that is appropriate to remain in industrial zones that could 
be excluded with a wholesale removal of recycling from the bylaws. An alternative approach 
would be to identify recycling-type uses that are unlikely to negatively impact adjacent 
landowners and structure the amendment bylaws so that just recycling uses that are likely to 
create nuisance are removed. 

Amendment Procedure 
Because there are 8 zoning bylaws that would have to be amended, it is probable that at least 
four separate hearings would be required, one in the southern three electoral areas, one near 
Duncan, one at Cowichan Lake and one in North OysterIDiamond. However, it would be 
possible to waive a hearing in all cases if that is the Board's wish. 

Regarding letters of notification, it is likely that in most - if not all - of the electoral areas, we 
would have to prepare letters of notification to adjacent property owners (as well as the affected 
Industrial owners). This would take some significant staff time in GIs, considering the number 
of adjacent parcels. 

Options: 
1. That the appropriate zoning amendment bylaws that would remove recycling and 

composting as permitted uses from all industrial zones within which they appear, in 
Electoral Areas A, B, C, D, E, F, H and I be prepared for two readings by the Board, and 
that four public hearings be scheduled: 

0 one to be held at Shawnigan Lake, with the Directors of Electoral A, B and C 
delegated to that hearing; 



one to be held at Cowichan Lake Sports Arena, with the Directors of Electoral 
Areas F, G and I delegated to that hearing; 
one to be held in the Duncan Area, with the Directors of Electoral Areas D, E and 
F delegated to the hearing; and 
one to be held in North Oyster Area Historical Society Community Centre, with 
the Directors from Electoral Areas H, F and I delegated to the hearing. 

2. That the appropriate zoning amendment bylaws that would remove recycling and 
composting as permitted uses from all industrial zones within which they appear, in 
Electoral Areas A, 6, C, D, E, F, H and I be prepared for two readings by the Board, and 
public hearings for each of the amendment bylaws be waived in favour of public notice in 
accordance with the Local Government Act. 

3. That a zoning amendments bylaws be prepared that removes composting and the more 
intensive forms of recycling from all industrial zones in Electoral Areas A, B, C, D, E, F, 
H and I and that draft amendment bylaws be presented at a future EASC meeting for 
review.

SUBJECT: Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation and Navigation Channel Proposal for

That the Cowichan Valley Regional District Board of Directors support the adoption and 
implementation of a federal Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation in Cowichan Bay along 
with the exemptions noted.

Estimated cost: $10,000 - $12,000 

Background: 
Support is requested for the proposed Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation and Navigation 
Channel for Cowichan Bay, in advance of an application to the Treasury Board of Canada. 

The Cowichan Bay Estuary is one of the world's most biologically productive estuaries, 
recognized not only for its ecological value but for its social, cultural and economic importance. 
The estuary provides critical habitat to support the marine food web, which in turn supports 
activities such as marine tourism, commercial and sport fishing, and first nations' cultural 
practices. 

Eelgrass is a vital component of the estuarine system - providing important habitat for forage 
fish such as Pacific Herring, a dietary staple of key fish species such as Chinook salmon, Pacific 
cod and Ling cod and other species such as grey whales, invertebrates and migrating seabirds. 
Notably, recent research indicates that Chinook salmon spend the early stages (ap,proximately 
the first four months) of their lives close to shore; consequently, the quality of their nearshore 
environments is vital to their overall health and life expectancy. 

Cowichan Bay contains significant areas of eelgrass, which were documented and mapped by 
Cowichan Tribes in 2005. Since that time there have been efforts to protect, restore and 
enhance eelgrass habitat in Cowichan Bay. For instance, in 2008, Cowichan Land Trust 
volunteers undertook an eelgrass restoration project, which involved transplanting over 2,000 
eelgrass plants. Despite such efforts, eelgrass remains under threat from both land- and 



marine-based activities. In Cowichan Bay, the latter includes transient and permanent moorage 
directly on eelgrass beds and power boat activity in proximity to the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch. 

Recognizing the ecological, social, cultural and economic importance of eelgrass and the need 
to protect this valuable resource, the CVRD, Cowichan Tribes, Department of Fisheries and 
Oceans, Transport Canada, Living Rivers, the BC Wildlife Federation have partnered to explore 
opportunities to provide greater protection to eelgrass habitat in Cowichan Bay. 

Having considered a range of alternatives, a Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation (VORR) 
has been identified by the partners as practical approach to protect eelgrass in Cowichan Bay, 
which could be implemented in the short term (i.e. within one year). A discussion guide is 
attached to this report for reference. 

VORR Proposal 
The Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation is a federal regulation that would restrict boating 
activity within designated areas for the purpose of protecting sensitive nearshore habitat. The 
proposed restricted areas are outlined in red on the attached map. The proposed restrictions 
include no power boating and no anchoring in the designated areas. Exemptions would be 
made for certain activities such as non-motorized boating (e.g. rowing, kayaking and canoeing), 
search and rescue operations, education and research, habitat restoration, industrial activities 
permitted under the Cowichan Estuary Environmental Management Plan and Area D Zoning 
Bylaw No. 1015, access for waterfront property owners along Cowichan Bay Road northwest of 
the proposed VORR area, and First Nations cultural activities. Given that this would be a 
federal regulation, it could only be enforced by designated agencies including the Department of 
Fisheries and Oceans and the RCMP. Both of these agencies have made a formal commitment 
to enforce the VORR and have been involved in the development of the VORR proposal. The 
location and installation of buoys would occur in consultation with marine business operators. 

Navigation Channel 
As an adjunct to the VORR proposal, the partners are also pursuing the development of a 
clearly defined navigation channel to access the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch and marinas in 
Cowichan Bay Village. Mooring buoys and anchors are a navigational hazard. It is difficult to 
see small boats moving among the buoyed and anchored boats, particularly at night. A 
designated navigation channel would provide safe, unobstructed access to the Cowichan Bay 
Boat Launch and Village marinas for all marine vessel operators. The attached map shows the 
location of the proposed navigation channel in yellow. The channel is proposed to be 
approximately 30 m in width, which would provide adequate room for two vessels (of varying 
sizes) to safely pass each other. It should be noted that the navigation channel would not be 
designated through regulation so, should the Boat Launch or marinas be reoriented or extended 
at some point in the future, the navigation channel could be moved. The location and installation 
of navigation buoys would occur in consultation with marine business operators. 

Agency and Public Consultation 
This initiative is supported by a multi-jurisdictional, multi-agency partnership with 
representatives of the Cowichan Valley Regional District, Cowichan Tribes, the Department of 
Fisheries and Oceans, Transport Canada, Living Rivers - Vancouver Island Georgia Basin 
(funded by the Provincial Government), the BC Wildlife Federation (a charitable non-profit 
organization) and the RCMP. 



Consultation has been an integral component of the VORR and navigation channel proposal. To 
date, consultation with partner agencies has occurred and will continue as the proposal evolves. 
A community meeting was held in November 2010 to introduce the proposal and gauge public 
support for moving forward. The meeting was attended by approximately 50 community 
members, primarily residents of Area D, Duncan, and North Cowichan. While there was a high 
level of support for the proposal, community members expressed a variety of concerns. A 
second community meeting was held in February 201 1, with approximately 30 people present, 
to present a more refined proposal and to respond to the concerns that were expressed at the 
previous meeting. 

Apart from the two public meetings that were held, an online survey was conducted during July 
and August of 201 1. Of 143 respondents, 116 (81%) were either in support or had no concerns 
with the VORR and navigation channel proposal moving forward. Further to this, the majority of 
respondents were in favour of exemptions for the following activities: 

- First Nations FSC (Food, Social and Ceremonial) 
- Search and Rescue 
- Marine Research and education 
- Habitat Restoration 
- Support (for canoeing and kayaking excursions) 
- Waterfront property access (to residences and industrial business west of boat launch) 

Aside from the VORR-focused community meetings, consultation through the Area D - 
Cowichan Bay OCP process has been another mechanism for soliciting public input. The 
community has identified the protection, restoration and enhancement of the Cowichan Bay 
Estuary as a key goal of the new Official Community Plan. It should also be noted that the 
Cowichan Bay Fishermans' Wharf Association and Cowichan Valley Naturalists have expressed 
support for this proposal. The Cowichan Bay Improvement Association has also expressed 
support for the proposal but would like to see a breakwater incorporated into the navigation 
channel component (the breakwater issue is being addressed through the OCP process). 

Cowichan Tribes have been a partner from the beginning of this process. On September 13, 
201 I the Cowichan Tribes Band Council passed a resolution to support the establishment of a 
Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation (see attached). 

Formal Application Process 
The partners would like to move forward with a formal application to the Treasury Board of 
Canada with the assistance of the Transport Canada Office of Boating Safety. In order to this, a 
resolution is required in support of the proposal. The resolution is also needed to demonstrate a 
commitment to funding the proposal. 

Funding & Implementation 
The costs involved with funding and implementing the VORR and navigation channel proposal 
include costs to purchase signage and markers buoys, related installation costs, and the costs 
to develop and produce educational materials. Estimated costs are between $10,000 and 
$12,000 for the purchase and installation of the buoys. The partners will be seeking grant 
funding for the development of an education program to help implement the VORR and 
navigation channel. 



Options 
a) That the Cowichan Valley Regional District Board of Directors support the adoption and 

implementation of a federal Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation in Cowichan Bay 
along with exemptions for the following activities: First Nations FSC (Food, Social and 
Ceremonial), search and rescue, marine research and education, habitat restoration, 
kayakinglcanoeing tour support, and waterfront property access; and to support the 
implementation of a clearly marked navigation channel to access the marinas and boat 
launch in Cowichan Bay with funding to support the implementation in the amount of 
$12,000.

INTRODUCTlON 
The Cowichan Bay Estuary is one of the world's most biologically productive estuaries, recognized not only for its ecological 

value but for its socio-economic importance. The estuary provides critical habitat to support the marine food web. Eelgrass 

is a vital component of the estuarine system- providing important spawning habitat for forage fish such as Pacific Herring, 

which in turn provide food for key fish species such as Coho and Chinook salmon. Recent research indicates that Chinook 

spend the early stages of their lives close to shore and the quality of their nearshore environments is vital t o  their overall 

health and life expectancy. 

Cowichan Bay contains significant areas o f  eelgrass, which have been documented 

by Cowichan Tribes. Recognizing the importance o f  eelgrass to the marine food 

web and socio-economic implications of losing this critical habitat, the Cowichan 

Tribes have partnered with the CVRD, Department of Fisheries and Oceans, 

Transport Canada, Living Rivers, and the BC Wildlife Federation t o  protect eelgrass 

habitat. Having reviewed available alternatives, a Vessel Operation Restriction 

Regulation (VORR) has been identified by the partners as the best approach to  

protect eelgrass i n  Cowichan Bay. As an adjunct t o  the VORR proposal, the 

partners are also pursuing the development of a clearly defined navigation channel 

to  access the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch and marinas in Cowichan Bay Village. The 

following questions and answers are intended to  clarify what is involved with the 

VORR and navigation channel proposal. 

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

A. About the Proposed VORR 

A1. How did this proposal originate? Who is leading it? 
This initiative arose from the Cowichan Stewardship Roundtable (CSRT), which is comprised of various government and 

non-profit agency representatives who have been meeting monthly since 2003 t o  discuss issues o f  mutual interest in the 

Cowichan Watershed. In 2010, members of the public, representing stewardship groups and the sport fishery, approached 

the CSRT to voice concerns with the impacts o f  boating and moorage activities on sensitive eelgrass habitat in Cowichan 

Bay. The group, who had been working t o  restore eelgrass through transplant projects, appealed t o  the CSRTto explore 

regulatory measures to  protect eelgrass habitat. 

Upon further investigation, it appeared that protecting sensitive marine habitats was a complex multi-jurisdictional issue 

for which no particular agency was directly responsible. Despite this challenge, members of the CSRT representing a variety 

of agencies and government jurisdictions agreed to  collaborate and pursue a solution. As a result, a partnership was 

formed that presently includes representatives from Cowichan Tribes, the Cowichan Valley Regional District, Cowichan Bay 

Fisherman's Wharf Association, local sport fishers, Living Rivers Trust, BC Wildlife Federation, Fisheries and Oceans Canada, 

Transport Canada, and the Royal Canadian Mounted Police. The partner agencies have worked together for almost a year.

If there is general consensus to  move forward with a Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation to protect sensitive eelgrass 

habitat, an application must be made to  the federal government by one or more local authorities. It is intended that t i le 

application would be made jointly by the CVRD and the Cowichan Tribes. 

AZ. What is a Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation? 
The Vessel Operation Restriction Regulations, under the Canada Shipping Act 2001, regulate the operation of marine 

vessels o n  specific bodies of water in Canada. These regulations allow communities t o  address boating related conflicts by 

applying t o  Transport Canada for a Vessel Operation Restriction to enhance safety, protect the environment or the public 

interest. Restrictions can include no boat areas, engine power restrictions, speed limits and areas where certain activities 

are permitted. 

A3. Why is this regulation needed? 
Cowichan Bay has significant eelgrass beds that are critical habitat for forage fish and other marine life. Recent research 

conducted by Order of Canada winning scientist Dick Beamish and others (some of it here in Cowichan Bay) has indicated 

that inshore marinesurvival ofjuvenile salmon is directly limiting to  their success. Eelgrass is an essential component of this 

important habitat and is being negatively impacted by boating activities including anchoring/moorage. 

A4. Why is a new Transport Canada regulation being pursued rather than enforcing an existing 

regulation? 
The partner agencies involved in this initiative have explored a variety of options and non regulatory solutions. However, 

there are no other regulatory mechanisms, apart from the VORR, that can effectively deal with the boating activities that 

are directly impacting eelgrass habitat. The Fisheries Act is not the appropriate mechanism to deal wi th boating activities. 

CVRD zoning regulations have control over marine vessel operation. The federal Vessel Operation Restriction Regulation is 

the only regulatory mechanism to  restrict boating activities in specified areas. 

A5. How does boating have a negative impact on eelgrass? 
Generally, most boaters stay out of shallow areas that are typically inhabited by eelgrass. However, damage t o  eelgrass 

does occur when boats travel into eeigrass areas without properly trimming their motors. The damage that occurs is 

referred t o  as "prop-scarring", where eelgrass is uprooted and a trench is formed which can lead to  erosion and loss of 

additional plants over time. Anchoring or mooring on eelgrass beds is also damaging because anchors sit on eelgrass and kill 

the plants, anchor chains may dragthrough the eelgrass uprooting plants in their path, and plants may also be uprooted 

when anchors are removed. 

A6. Where are the restricted areas located? 
The boundaries of the VORR areas coincide with significant areas of eelgrass in Cowichan Bay, which occur generally at 

depths u p  to  10 m. Based on extensive public input, the original extent o f  the VORR areas has been modified. While 

eelgrass is known to  exist in many areas of Cowichan Bay, the current VORR proposal is focused on two  key areas and now 

includes the area to  the north o f  the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch and the area around Kil-Pah-Las Beach. 

A7. Why is it that the proposed restricted areas are located only in Electoral Area D - Cowichan 

Bay, rather than including a larger ore0 of shoreline (i.e. North Cowichan)? 
The partner agencies want to  ensure that this initiative can be implemented. While a relatively small area is being targeted 

for eelgrass habitat protection through this regulatory approach, the involvement of multiple agencies and government 

jurisdictions contributes t o  increased complexity. Once this initiative has been implemented, it is possible that boating 

restrictions could be pursued for other geographic areas. This initiative will provide a reference for such future proposals.

Frequently Asked Questions 

A8. How much boat traffic is in the proposed restricted areas now? 
in general, there is limited boat traffic i n  the identified eelgrass areas. However, even a small amount o f  traffic and moored 

vessels can have a significant impact on eelgrass. There is increased concern with boat traffic and idling in the proposed 

restricted areas during the summer months when the boat launch is busy and users are queuing up to  remove their boats. 

A9. What are the restrictions that are proposed for these areas? 
The proposed restriction would prohibit the operation of most motorized vessels. This restriction would continue t o  allow 

human powered vessels to pass through the identified eeigrass areas. Exemptions will be allowed for some specific 

activities. 

A10. What activities will be exempt? 
Certain activities such as on water search, rescue, enforcement or research are intended t o  be exempt from the VORR. 

Local First Nations food, social and ceremonial (FSC) activities are also intended t o  be exempt. The CVRD wil l  also have the 

authority t o  issue conditional access permits for special circumstances. 

A l l .  How will waterfront residents access navigable waters through a restricted area? 
The restricted areas are meant to  have limited impact on residents and boaters while protecting sensitive eelgrass habitat. 

Waterfront residents will be able to  cross any restricted areas using paddles or oars and may be able t o  motor around 

restricted areas depending on the location. 

6. About the Proposed Navigation Channel 

51. Why is a navigation channel needed? 
Mooring buoys and anchors are a navigation problem. I t  is difficult t o  see small boats moving amongthe buoyed and 

anchored boats, particularly at night. A designated navigation channel will provide safe, unobstructed access to  the boat 

launch and marinas for all recreational and commercial boats. The channel will also deter boating activity within sensitive 

eelgrass areas. 

62. Where is the proposed navigation channel? 
The proposed navigation channel extends from the shoreline beyond the marinas in Cowichan Bay Village from Kil-Pah-Las 

Beach t o  the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch. 

63. How wide is the proposed navigation channel and how wide does a "safe navigation channel" 

need to be? 
The width o f  the proposed navigation channel will vary to  take into account thevarying extents of existing docks, piers and 

pilings. However, the channel is not intended t o  be wider than 100 m. The channel needs t o  be wide enough to  safely 

accommodate a wide variety o f  pleasure and commercial vessels to  safely pass each other taking into account changing 

weather and wave conditions. 

54. Could plans to expand the government wharf affect the proposed navigation channel? 
While the marked navigation channel is intended to  be kept clear a t  all time and can be enforced, the location and 

dimensions are not  specified in law. The CVRD will be able to  manage the navigation channel, altering it as necessary 

responding to  the changing needs of the community over time. 
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C. About Moorage in Cowichan Bay 

C1. Would vessels on mooring buoys need to  be moved and would there be assistance to those 

who need to  move their boots? 
Once theVORR is in effect, boats anchored in restricted areas would need t o  be relocated. Assistance would not be 

provided t o  boaters who need t o  relocate their vessels. However, moorage areas are available in close proximity to  the 

restricted areas. 

C2. How do we deal with derelict boats? 
Derelict boats are an issue, not only in the local area but across the country. Local government politicians are attempting to  

address this issue through forums such as UBCM (Union o f  BC Municipalities). This work is ongoing. The VORR and 

navigation channel proposal is a focused initiativeto help address the need for eelgrass habitat protection in Cowichan Bay. 

3 Public moorage in BCis becoming scarce. Will this initiative worsen this problem? 
The proposal is not intended t o  reduce the availability of public moorage. Alternative locationsfor public moorage, which 

do not have eelgrass, are available in Cowichan Bay. 

C4. Random, unregulotedmoorage and anchoring in Cowichan Bay is o concern for both 

navigational and environmental reasons. How will this being addressed? 
The VORR and navigation channel proposal deals specifically with protection o f  the eelgrass beds and designation of a safe 

access channel to  the boat launch and marinas. The issue of moorage in the Bay should be explored through the Area D - 

Cowichan Bay Official Community Plan process. Cowichan Bay may be able to  pursue methods of formaiizing moorage 

activity to  reduce impacts on the environment, other boaters and community as a whole. 

D. About Financing, Implementation & Enforcement 

Dl .  What is the cost of implementing this proposol and how w i l l i t  be financed? 
The cost o f  creating and installing signage and marker buoys is estimated t o  be $8,000. Cost sharing arrangements are being 

pursued by the partner agencies. 

DZ. Will the CVRD charge user fees at the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch to finance this proposal? 
The CVRD is not currently considering charging user fees for the Cowichan Bay Boat Launch. 

03. How will this the VORR be enforced? 
The VORR wiil be enforced by the Department of Fisheries and Oceans and the RCMP. Enforcement officers can fine the 

operators o f  unauthorized vessels for operating within the restricted areas. 

04. What is the process and timeline for implementing the VORR and navigation channel 

proposal? 
In order t o  create a new VORR, certain procedural and documentation requirements must be met. Each September any 

proposed VORR that meets these requirements wiil be sent for approval in order t o  come into effect the following boating 

season. The target is for the VORR and navigation channel to  be implemented by  the spring of 2012.

SUBJECT: Corporate Strategic Energy Management Plan 

That it be recommended that $50,000 of Community Works Funds be allocated to develop a 
strategic energy management plan for the CVRD. 

Relation to the Corporate Strategic Plan: 

The development of a plan to ensure the CVRD complies with the BC Climate Action Charter by 
2012 is a stated priority of the Corporate Strategic Plan. The development of a long-term 
corporate strategic energy management plan is recognized as the single most important tool 
available to achieve this goal. 

Financial Impact: (Reviewed by Finance Division: +@=---J - 
The cost of developing a long term strategic energy management plan is expected to total 
$100,000. With 50150 funding from BC Hydro's Energy Manager Program and utilizing "Gas 
Tax" Community Works Funds, a corporate strategic energy management plan can be 
developed with no impact to CVRD budgets. Upon completion of the plan in late 2012, the 
CVRD will have the option to renew cost sharing with BC Hydro for additional energy manager 
program support in 2013. The CVRD currently has approximately $2,127,000 available in 
unallocated "Gas Tax" Community Works Funds. Recommendations for allocating the remaining 
bulk of these funds is anticipated to occur in 2012. 

Backqround 

The CVRD continues to explore and pursue energy efficient practices and technology in its 
operations. This has become a priority of late due to increased energy costs, as well as 
commitments to works towards carbon neutrality, as a signatory of the Climate Action Charter. 
As part of the CVRD's Climate Action Charter commitment, we are also required to track 
corporate progress towards the goal of being carbon neutral. 

On July 15, 201 1, an initial assessment of CVRD energy management was conducted by BC 
Hydro. In this assessment, BC Hydro determined that we qualified for the Energy Manager 
Program and identified five main elements of focus for the CVRD to improve energy efficiency. 
Each of these five elements would be included in a corporate strategic energy management 
plan for the CVRD. To develop the plan an Energy Manager would be hired on a one year

contract, and would report to the CVRD, as well as conduct quarierly reports to the BC Hydro 
Energy Manager Coordinator. 

The Energy Manager Program has been in existence for over 7 years. In that time, numerous 
regional districts and municipalities have successfully participated in the program. On average, 
an Energy Manager can help an organization reduce energy use by 10% over two years. For 
the CVRD, this would mean that the cost of the project would be more than offset by savings in 
energy costs. 

An Energy Manager would enable the CVRD to implement a strategic energy management 
program to reduce carbon emissions and energy costs, as well as instill a culture of energy 
conservation. As part of developing a strategic energy management plan, the Energy Manager 
would conduct energy audits of CVRD facilities, set targets for energy use, prepare budgets and 
business cases for energy efficiency projects, as well as increase employee awareness to help 
the organization reach its energy policy goals. 

At the end of the year, the Energy Manager will have completed a plan that combines both 
qualitative and quantitative components to ensure the right energy management program is in 
place for our organization for the short and long term future.

Alisha and her 14 staff members are providing Community Programs with Parks and Rec activities 
such as a licensed day care for 0 months to 30 months, preschool, after school care for 5 yr olds and 
up, evening recreation classes, as well as future senior programs. Advertising for this facility has been 
made through local newspapers, mailbox flyers and posters placed in local businesses. Public response 
has been slow, however, she expects enrollment to increase through word of mouth and continued 
advertising. 

STANDING REPORTS: 

CVRD UPDATE: 

CVRD office staff have requested Parks Commission secretary email Parks Meeting Minutes without 
member acceptance and approval to allow for staff to complete Park Commission requests in a timely 
manner. 

Harry reviewed rough draft of CVRD Parks Budget and potential future Capitol Projects were 
discussed. Members agreed that our 5 year plan would be focused on future land acquisitions to 
increase park land space and have complete trail connections through area parks. Other projects 
brought forward were: future budgeting for a community centre, Hillside Beach Access (stairs and 
landscape construction), Beautification and landscape revamp of south entrance to Centennial Park 
up concrete ramp next to ball diamond, and construction of a trail hom the Parkiuson tract allowance 
(Chemainus Rd) to connect to Cliffcoe Rd. 

Ryan Dias will be  attending our October 3Td Parks Meeting to review budget and 5 year Capitol Works 
Plans. 

CENTENNIAL PARK: 

Tennis Club has requested newly planted walnut tree be re-located away hoin tennis courts as leaves 
and walnuts can stain or damage tennis court surface. The spring planting of decorative trees have 
survived the Summer season and are doing well. Me1 has a dozen pine trees for further planting in the 
park. 

A general clean-up of accumulated debris behind park washrooms and earthquake container is required 
as it could be a hazard to children playing in the area. Also, a extra pile of chain link fencing on west 
side of park needs to be taken away for storage and various scraps of lumber require removal. 

Ryan Dias will present cost estimates and possible solutious to the drainage issue/pipe repairs at North 
park entrance at the October 3Td meeting. 



PRINCESS DIANA PARK: 

It was noted that the East Entrance culvertlwidening project still has not been initiated. Original 
MOTION to go ahead with project was first requested in the Minutes of September 13". 2010. 

STOCK CREEK PARK:
