SMALL APPLIANCES & POWER TOOLS &
v Plug-in or battery-powered: Kitchen countertop, personal care,

FREE

OUTDOOR POWER TOOLS &
v Electric and battery powered mowers, snow blowers, gardening tools

FREE

CONTAINERS & SINGLE-USE PLASTICS &

v Paper cartons and cups: coffee cups, paper packaging that
contained liquids (e.g. ice cream containers, tetra paks, etc.)

v~ Aluminum containers: cans, empty non-hazardous aerosol cans,
foil, disposable pie plates and baking trays

v Plastic containers & single-use plastics: plastic bottles, jars, tubs,
clamshells, trays, food storage containers, utensils and straws

v Steel containers: cans, tins, spray containers

Must have a flame symbol or phrase similar to "keep away from FREE
open spark or flame" on the label

v Maximum container size: 10L

THERMOSTATS &

v~ Mercury-containing, electronic, mechanical and furnace FREE
thermostats accepted

TIRES & Off Rim:

v Passenger car and light truck tires FREE

v Off-rim bicycle tires On Rim:

@ NO inner tubes or tires larger than 21 inches $6/tire

VEHICLE BATTERIES &

v All sizes and types of lead-acid units accepted FREE

YARD WASTE & .

v Grass, leaves, and branches no more than 3" diameter Residential:

@ NO rock, sod or dirt. Lumber and stumps accepted separately. FR.EE_

v Zipper-lock and stand-up pouches

v Flexible packaging with a plastic seal

v Woven plastic bags

v Protective and squishy cushion packaging

@ NO 6-pack rings, PVC/vinyl plastics, compostable or biodegradable
plastics, plastic-lined paper

FREE

GLASS PACKAGING &
v Clean glass containers and jars (clear or coloured)
@ NO metal or plastic lids, glassware, ceramics, mirrors or plate glass

FREE

LIGHTS & LIGHTING FIXTURES &
v All lights and fixtures
@ NO broken units

FREE

PROPANE TANKS &

v Disposable and refillable propane tanks accepted

@ NO helium, oxygen, freon, or any other tanks. Return these tanks to the
retailer

METAL &

v All types accepted. May have some plastics, rubber
or insulation attached

v Fluids and oils must be fully drained

REFUNDABLE BEVERAGE CONTAINERS &

v Glass and plastic bottles, aluminum cans, drink boxes, juice pouches,
milk and milk alternative containers

v All types accepted

FREE

SHARPS/SYRINGES

v Personal sharps and syringes accepted. Must be contained in a labelled,
hard plastic container with a secure lid. Check with
attendant for disposal.

FREE

OIL (VEHICLE) &
v Engine, hydraulic, transmission, and gear oil
v/ Maximum 20L per day

FREE

OIL CONTAINERS (VEHICLE) &
v’ All types accepted. May contain residual oils

FREE

SMOKE & CARBON MONOXIDE (CO) ALARMS &
v All smoke, carbon monoxide (CO) and combination smoke/CO
alarms accepted

FREE

OIL FILTERS &
v All sizes accepted

FREE

STYROFOAM &

v Meat trays, egg cartons, drinking cups, and foam clamshells. White foam
must be sorted separately from colour foam

@ NO pink or blue insulation, foam packing chips or noodles

FREE

@ NO stucco, wood, plastic, ceramics, or metal

PAY ITEMS

v Upholstered furniture

@ Soiled, contaminated, or pest-ridden furniture will be $330/tonne
disposed of as garbage at the same rate as clean furniture

LUMBER &»

v Clean wood and stumps

@ NO treated wood, lead-based paint, arborite, melamine, $105/tonne
linoleum, particle board, strand board or painted wood

MATTRESSES & $18 per unit

v Innerspring, latex foam, box spring, futons ($220/tonne
and hide-a-bed mattresses additional

@ Soiled or contaminated mattresses surcharge for
(subject to additional surcharge) contamination)

PAINTED & TREATED WOOD &

v Painted wood furniture, pallets, plywood, particleboard,
pressure-treated wood, window frames, doors,
dimensional lumber $220/tonne

@ NO creosote-treated wood, upholstered furniture, melamine
cabinets, arborite countertops, laminate-coated materials,
large metal hardware

ROOFING &

v Asphalt, tar, and gravel roofing $220/tonne

@ NO plastic, wood, or metal (accepted separately)

RUBBLE &»

v Asphalt, bricks, gravel, rock, concrete, and paving stones $85/tonne
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
