3. Links to, or comments containing sexually explicit content material;

4. Are in violation of copyright or intellectual property rights;

5. Are spam, link baiting or files containing viruses that could damage the operation 
of other people’s computers or mobile devices;

6. Attacks specific groups or any comments meant to harass, bully, threaten or 
abuse;

7. Are a commercial solicitation or the promotion of a competitor;

8. Are comments unrelated to the post, video, image, or article subject matter;

10. Comments to intentionally spread misinformation or disinformation;
